Abstract

This study aimed to develop guidelines for tourist attraction development in Pakmeng beach, Trang
province. The population was chief executive of Mai Fat Sub-district Administrative Organization, restaurant
entrepreneurs, hotel entrepreneurs, boat trip entrepreneurs, transfer service operator. The data was collected
using in-depth interview and observation.

The results showed that guidelines for sustainable tourism development were as follows: 1) For tourist
attractions, there should be good cleaning management; coastal landscape improvement; more relaxing area;
public toilet; street food stall organization; and maintaining a customer-friendly attitude in community. 2) For
accommodations, the hotel should provide clean and safe room with good service at a reasonable price. 3) For
foods and beverages, the food should be fresh and clean; good service should be provided; the prices on menu
item should be reliable; and, food quality control organization should be engaged. 4) For safety, there should be
standard safety measures; police officers’ observation; lights on the road; and, caution signs for dangerous areas.
5) For transportations, roads should be made wider in order to get convenient travel and reduce road accident.
6) For tourism activities, the government should support in providing tourism activities and it must be promoted
in all area
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
