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Title: Crosslinguistic Influence: What can Indonesian Learners Benefit from their Mother Tongue
in Learning English?
Abstract

Itis widely accepted that all second language learners possess complete knowledge of their first
language before they began learning the additional one. Therefore, previous language

- knowledge is an important source of influence on second language acquisition as it may hinder

or facilitate second language learning. In Indonesia, where English is learnt as a foreign
language, somehow learners get frustrated in learning the target language because a number of

- aspects in English are spectacularly different from the way their mother tongue works.
_Indonesian learners may struggle to deal with problems in language aspects such as grammar,
- spelling and pronunciation which usually result in errors. While many recent studies are mostly
- addressed on how crosslinguistic influence among Indonesian learners can impede their English

learning, it is also necessary to examine how this influence can facilitate learning. Against the

- background, this paper is aimed at discussing what Indonesian learners can benefit from their

mother tongue in learning English. Supported with relevant evidence from several sources, we
present our further arguments about what aspects in Indonesian language can be used to

facilitate English learning.
